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The Vienna Girls Softball League is dedicated to providing the chance for school age girls in Northern Virginia to play softball at all levels from beginning tee-ball through national tournaments.  To provide for an environment supporting this mission, VGSL has a Disciplinary Policy as follows.

The Code of Conduct is the guiding document on appropriate behaviors.

Alleged violations of the Code of Conduct shall be referred to the appropriate Age Level Director for investigation and interview of the parties involved.

Anyone who violates the Vienna Girls Softball League (VGSL) Code of Conduct is subject to disciplinary action up to and including expulsion from all VGSL activities.

Actions may include, but not be limited to, the following, in any order or combination:

	Verbal warning:
	Issued by the appropriate Age Level Director.

	Written warning:
	Issued by the appropriate Age Level Director, with documentation of the incident kept on file.

	Suspension or immediate ejection from a game or practice:
	Issued by the appropriate Age Level Director, the Officers of VGSL, or event official, with written documentation of the incident kept on file.

	Suspension from multiple sports events:
	Issued by the VGSL Officers, with written documentation of the incident kept on file.

	Season suspension or multiple season suspension:
	Issued by the VGSL Officers, with written documentation of the incident kept on file.

	Permanent suspension from all VGSL activities:
	Issued by the VGSL Officers, with written documentation of the incident kept on file.
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
